Brochures for window shutters were passed around the lodge for brothers to examine.  It was voted to install White “Raised Panel” shutters on the lodge windows.  These shutters will be paid for by donations from brothers who would like to participate.  Each set of shutters for one window is approximately $30.00. The building committee has been very busy and reported to the lodge on numerous items that were identified at last months meeting.  They have determined that we need to purchase the following new items.  Kitchen water heater, ($660.00).  Paint the entire kitchen ($3495).  Paint the entire dining room.  Refinish the kitchen cabinets, (inside & out including new Formica & hardware).  Kitchen ceramic floor ($4022).  Dining room vinyl floor ($4538).  Install rollers on the BBQ serving counter.  New lights in the dining room ($400).  New stainless steel table in the kitchen ($600).  Stainless steel safety hood over stove and grill ($14,000).  There was a discussion of moving the kitchen water heater outside & converting it to gas.  As you can see these improvements are going to take considerable funds.  Discussion of these items was tabled until the July meeting.  Please be thinking about how we might get these projects accomplished in the most economical way and be in attendance at the July meeting to discuss.   A motion was made and passed to purchase a new, larger air conditioner for the kitchen.  We will look at relocating the current one for added cooling in the kitchen.  A motion was made & passed to pay for the new water that was installed in the Hash House.  A thank you note was read from Park Street Baptist church for the donation in the name of Roof Lowman.  A thank you note from the family of Roof Lowman was read for the donation and all the brother’s visits, calls, thoughts and prayers.  A thank you note and check was received from the Cliff Adams family for the donation and brother’s visits, calls, thoughts and prayers.  Billy Mack thanked the brethren for their visits and calls while he was in the hospital.   The Most Worshipful G. Ray Marsh presented Fifty Year Certificates to Brothers Bobby Pittman and Bill Shealy.  A big CONTRADULATION to both of you and may there be many more.  A tentative date was set for the next Chicken BBQ.  It will be on July 15th.  Plan on joining in on the fun and fellowship.
